AlbertaViews magazine wins Gold 
at National Magazine Awards

Calgary, AB —AlbertaViews is pleased to announce that “Conundrum of Kites,” by Edmonton’s Sophie 
Lees, took home a Gold Award in the Personal Journalism Category at the 27th Annual National 
Magazine Awards in Toronto last Friday, June 11. 

Lees’ winning piece, which looked at suicide from a deeply personal perspective, was published in 
AlbertaViews’ Nov/Dec 2003 issue. The entire issue focused on mental illness and earlier earned the 
Dennis Anderson Media Award for Excellence in Mental Health Reporting from the Alberta Alliance 
on Mental Illness and Mental Health. 

“It’s an incredible honour to be recognized by the industry. I’m still a bit stunned,” says Lees, a student 
at Grant MacEwan College and former theatre professional. “I have to say I’ve been blessed with some 
amazing instructors and a publisher who was willing to take a big risk.”

Lees, who is studying professional writing, is working this summer as an editorial intern at AlbertaViews. 
More of her outstanding writing will be featured in upcoming issues.
